Father Dermot Farrell was ordained Bishop of Ossory in
Saint Mary’s Cathedral, Kilkenny on Sunday last 11"
March. Family and friends of Bishop Farrell joined con-
celebrating bishops and priests in a packed cathedral for
the ceremony.
The Chief Ordaining Prelate was Archbishop Diarmuid
Martin, Archbishop of Dublin, who was assisted by His
Excellency Archbishop Jude Thaddeus Okolo, Papal Nun-
cio to Ireland, and Bishop Michael Smith, Bishop of
Meath. Father Dan Cavanagh PP Rosbercon read the
Homily. The Apostolic Mandate from His Holiness Pope
Francis was read by Monsignor Michael Ryan, Adminis-
trator of the Diocese of Ossory. Father Roderick Whearty
PP of Saint Patrick’s Parish, was the Master of Ceremo-
nies for the Ordination Mass. Cardinal Séan Brady, Arch-
bishop Emeritus of Armagh presided at the Mass.
